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1. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

     

This quarterly report covers all the activiti es for the period from 1 April  to 30 June  2018 within the Dassenberg 

Coastal Catc hment Partnership (DCCP), City s ector . The DCCP comprises  of the DCCP West (Witzands 

Aquifer Nature Reserve  [WANR], four  additional erven to the north of the Dune field  and the Brakkefontein  

Section  and the DCCP East (Klein Dassenberg , the Kanonkop , Fraaiuitsig , Dankbaar , Sonop, Dassenberg  

Section s and Stewardship sites) .  

The management  of the DCCP further includes building and maintaining relations with various stakeholder 

groups, communities, private landowners, City Departments  (including Sub Council  structures ) and other 

agencies . The DCCP is also responsible for the operational management of three  official residential 

propert ies and the Mamre Visitor s Information Centre  (MVIC) .   

2. HIGHLIGHTS & CHALLENGES 

 

Highlights  

A business establishment  in the Atlantis Industria l area  was financially penalised  after they were found guilty 

of illegally clearing , 4 hectares of land with machinery. They were penalised by the Department o f 

Environmental Affairs (DEA). Mitigation measures indicated that the penalty fee  would  be used towards a  

protected area on the Land Bank Initiative listed areas for the DCCP. Subsequently as approved by 

CapeNature, the funding was used towards invasive ve getation clearing at Klein Dassenberg Conservation 

Area and an  appropriately qualified  local contractor  was  employed to undertake the work. No funds were 

handled by the City, and the contractor was paid directly by the penalised establishment after the cle ared 

area was inspected and found to be in order by all parties concerned.  
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Two Mayorõs project EPWP workers were appointed as part of the 2018/2019 Cape Town Environmental 

Education Trust (CTEET) Level 2 lear nership. The learners have commenced work on 2 July 2018 on a 12 

month  contract .  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Challenges   

The matter  related to the lack of adequate office  and  storage  of the DCCPõs assets is still a major challenge , 

together with office space for the staff co mplement, but will be addressed with the completion of 

construction of the new office complex.  

The DCCP remains  without  a permanent People and Conservation Officer  (P&CO)  since 2009. This is a huge 

disadvantage  to both the DCCP and communities, as the rel ationships, programmes and opportunities  

conducted with the schools /groups/events  are affected through the lack of an  assigned People and 

Conservation Officer  for the entire DCCP . The P&CO maintains and builds on relationships with communities 

and /  or memb ers of the public. It is of paramount importance , now more than ever , that this position is 

acquired for the DCCP with the construction of the office complex, in particular with the Hall which would 

be a venue to host formal and informal environmental ed uc ation groups and programmes.  

The Expanded Public  Works Programme (EPWP) project  namely the Mayorõs Project have  been challenging 

for the DCCP in terms of  vehicle transportation and time. The DCCP staff members  are required to collect 

the EPWP team members  at various points in Atlantis, Mamre and Pella, transport them to site and collect 

them from sites and then  again drop them off at the end of the work ing  day.  During this reporting period  as 
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well as the previous , the above transportation and time took abo ut four  hours  out of the working day õs 

operations  on a daily basis .  

CONSERVATION PLANNING  

 

The WANR, Uitkamp and Tygerberg Nature reserves were gazetted on 12/01/2018 . All NEMA and NEM:PAA 

regulations , as well as relevant City By-Laws will apply to the W ANR.  

The followin g Nature Reserves still require  to be gazetted  during this reporting period : False Bay, Helderberg , 

Wolfgat, Zandvlei and Table Bay.  

As per the National Environmental Management: Protected Areas Act, Act 57 of 2003, Protected Area  

Adviso ry Committee s (PAAC s) for each of the  City of Cape Town õs nature reserves and protected n atural 

a reas have  been established  including for the Witzands Aquifer Nature Reserve .  

The twelfth  WANR PAAC meeting will be held on the 02/11/2018 . The WANR managemen t requested and it 

was voted by members to relinquish the August WANR PAAC meeting. During this reporting period, the 

advertisement for  the renew al and / or  new membe rships as per section 5 of the PAAC C onstitution  was 

widely circulated.  The closing date fo r the submission of new and re -applications for all PAACs , within the 

City, were the 14 June 2018.

4. FLORA  

 

Invasive Flora Management  

Invasive species management operations were conducted  at  WANR, Brakkefontein, Klein Dassenberg, 

Dankbaar and Fraaiuitsig during th is reportin g period.  

 

WANR 1700 ha : From the 04/04 ð 25/04, the DCCP staff along with the Mayorõs EPWP team conducted 

follow -up clearing operations at WANR16 on Eucalyptus sp. , by  use of chainsaw, brush cutter, bowsaws and 

loppers. The clearing operations, funded th rough the  Nature Conservancy  for the Water Care fund  project  is 

still progressing . The clearing of the Pond07 area within  WANR14 has been completed ; the team has moved 

onto  the clearing of the Pond07 area within WANR15.  

From 25/04 -24/05 , the DCCP staff al ong with the Mayorõs EPWP team conducted follow -up clearing 

operations at WANR16 on Eucalyptus sp. ; the plants were cleared with the use of a chainsaw, brush cutter, 

bowsaws and loppers. During June, the c learing at WANR16 of  Eucalyptus sp.  have been put o n hold, the 

work will resume after all the cle aring of foreign material, and including  debris  around the  office complex 

has been  completed.   

On the 21/05, staff and  the Mayoral EPWP team assisted with weeding at Westlake Conservation Area . 
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From the 18/06 ð26/06, the I nvasive Species (IS)  Unit EPWP team and DCCP staff conducted follow -up 

clearing at WANR09 ( old Ntinga site), Acacia cyclops  (Rooikrans) was cleared with the use of bowsaws and 

loppers.  

Brakkefontein/Public Works property 800 ha : The contracted  team of JS Invasive  Control  Services  (PTY) LTD 

continued  with the initial clearing of Acacia saligna  (Port Jackson) at BRAK08 and 1 2 throughout April and 

May.  Due to some challenges  the clearing work was placed on hold in  May, the team resumed the clearin g 

on the 25/06.  

The contracted team to Eskom started with chipping of felled material at BRAK08  in April ; the team 

complete d  the work in May 2018.  

Dankbaar Section of Klein Dassenberg : In June, the IS Unit, EPWP workers and DCCP s taff conducted 

invasive fo llow -up clearing of Acacia saligna  (Port Jackson) at Dankbaar.  The entire area was cleared.  

Klein Dassenberg Conservation Area : On the 14/05, the successful local  contractor as paid through the fine 

issued to a business in Atlantis Industria, commenced wi th the follow -up clearing of Acacia saligna (Port 

Jacks on) along a management track and to wards the interior of Klein Dassenberg . This area travers ed  a 

portion of management block/s KD04 and KD05. This clearing was completed on the 24/05, estimat ed to be  

over 2 hectares of a dense perce ntage of infestation . During June, the IS Unit EPWP workers and DCCP staff 

conducted invasive follow -up clearing of Acacia saligna  (Port Jackson) at KD01.  

Fraaiuitsig Section of Klein Dassenberg : JS Invasive Control Services was the su c cessfull appointed 

contractor , sub-contract ing  to JL Treefelling  for specialised t ree  felling work to clear  a  3m wide  and 600m  in 

length  fire break inside the southern fence line at the Fraaiuitsig section of the Klein Dassenberg  

Conservation Ar ea. Huge adult and mature Pine trees (Pinus sp.)  and to a lessor extent Acacia saligna (Port 

Jackson)  were  cleared . This project was successfully completed  in June 2018. All felled material was 

removed from site.   
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Tydstroom 33 ha  and Nirvana Pr ivate Conservation Area : On the 05/04, the DCCP staff completed the fixed -

point photography for post clearing of invasive vegetation monitoring at Tydstroom  and Nirvana ; the next 

survey will be done in September 2018 . 

 

Indigenous Fl ora Management
